Course Description

Explores the vocabulary and movement range of classical ballet technique at the intermediate level. Attention will be
given to body placement, balance, flexibility and strength. Emphasis will be placed on integrated movement, alignment,
classical ballet vocabulary, and artistic expression. Attendance at one assigned ballet performance is mandatory.

Program Outcomes

Ambrose Arts’ Dance Minor and courses in dance are designed to deepen each student’s understanding of dance and to
grow dance skillfulness. Students receive training in the tenets of dance history, applied practice, and choreographic
skills, while being encouraged to explore the intersection of their faith and art. Outcomes are divided into three area of
competency:

1. Demonstrate an integration of art and faith in life and practice
