Course Description:

This course is a survey of the invertebrate phyla, covering their phylogeny, physiology, and ecological
concerns. These phylainclude: porifera, cnidaria, Platyhelminthes, nematode, Mollusca, arthropoda, and
Echinodermata.

The course will consist of 3 hours of lecture and 3 hours of lab each week.
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Expected Learning Outcomes:

1. The students will learn animal phylogeny of the invertebrate species
2. The students will gain an understanding of animal form and function for each of the major phyla
3. The students will gain experience at dissection techniques

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Laboratory Schedule

Classroom Etiquette:

Exam Scheduling
